Reading every day and being read to from an early age 

is an important characteristic of successful primary 

school learners. From conversations I have with you, I 

know that you aware of this and nurture a love of 

literature and written information in a variety of ways. It 

could be a bedtime story, reading the home readers 

from school with children, working together with 

Reading Eggs or other online resources or researching 

areas of interest using any number of possible 

resources. Whatever the genre, if together we can 

establish an early love of reading, we will have done a 

very significant thing to set children on their paths to 

success. 

 

Dr Anita Archer, who influences my thinking, has 

published prolifically in the area. Without simplifying her 

work too much, some of her challenges are to be found 

in the following: 

 

ü Only 100 words account for approximately 50% of 

the words in English print. Many of these high 

frequency words have, through usage, 

become  irregular words, in that they cannot be 

sounded out as students would normally do as part 

of decoding. Examples are the, to, was. 

ü Only 14 words (a, and, he, she, is, in, it, of, that, 

the, was, you) account for 25% of words in print. 

ü Knowing letter names (upper and lower case), 

along with their sounds, is a crucial early skill. 

ü It is the speed at which students can turn newly 

encountered words to sight words that determines 

the rate  of reading development. (As adult 

readers, most of the words we encounter are in our 

phonological memory and we do not have to slow 

down to decode by sounding out. From about Year 

2, skilled readers only need one to four exposures 

for a word to become a sight word. 

ü b and d and  p and q reversals are much more 

likely to be a sign of minor developmental 

problems than dyslexia. 

ü Dyslexia is not rooted in visual problems but rather 

rooted in problems of phonological memory.  
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Just a reminder that our classroom and specialist teachers have identified a number 
of students who are eligible for, and would benefit from, special adjustments to their 
NAPLAN testing to accommodate their disability-specific or other learning needs. 
Parents of these students will be contacted to discuss the available and               
recommended adjustments and to provide written consent should they wish these 
adjustments to be made for their children. Should anyone have religious or          
philosophical concerns around participation in NAPLAN, if you have not already done 
so, please email me at the school at your earliest convenience to request           
withdrawal.
