resources.  Literacy program resources are located in the Support Teacher Literacy and 
Numeracy home rooms, also located downstairs in H Block.  Prep resources are located in 

the Prep precinct.

While we 
endeavor to keep to these times, this may vary depending on staff ava ilability    

 
Parents/caregivers, particularly those with students in our early yearôs classes , are  

welcome to come along with their children before school to browse and borrow and share 

stories.  
 

 
Chess Program:  

Interested students have the opportunity t o participate in the Chess Program.  This t akes 

place before school from 8 am with professional coaches provided by Gardiner Chess.  The 
cost is approximately $ 10  per week, with Gardiner Chess invoicing families directly (once 

a term).  
 

 
Class and Student B orrowing:  

At the commencement of the school year, classes are assigned a regular weekly 30 

minute óbrowse and borrowô time.  As a general rule, students do not borrow more than 3 
books at this time. While class teachers have the primary responsibility of d etermining 

what library locations that students can borrow from and the number of items, in general 
terms the following órule of thumbô applies. 

 
¶ Prep ï 1 or sometimes 2 books in Semester 1.  Generally books are chosen 

from junior fiction/non - fiction  

 
¶ Year  1 ï 1 or 2 books (sometimes 3).  Generally books are chosen from 

junior fiction/non - fiction  
 

¶ Year 2 ï as for Year 1 ï students may choose from middle section as well  
 

¶ Year 3 ï Generally j unior f iction, j unior non- fiction,  middle fiction ï 1 to 3 

books  
 

¶ Years 4 ï 6 ï anything from any section ï 1 to 3 books; some teachers 
insist that at least one book borrowed each time be a fiction book

Students are able to request loan extensions on items they havenôt finished with, and also 

request that a reserve is placed on items they want to borrow but which are on loan to 
other students.  

 

Students who come to the library before school  and at break times are free to borrow 
from any of the library collections.     

 
 

If students have overdue books, their borrowing privileges are suspended until such time 

as the overdue item is returned.  If the book has been lost or returned to the librar y in a 
damaged state, we ask that parents/caregivers organise  one of the following -  

 
¶ pay the replacement cost for the lost or damaged book(s)  

¶ give the library a replacement copy of the book  
 

We ask all  parents/caregivers  to encourage their children to become regular and 

responsible borrowers.  It is critical that we actively encourage our students  ñget hookedò 
on stories.  This is something that needs to happen as soon as possible.  The best way to 

do this is to encourage parents/caregivers to read to them .  If we are successful in 
instilling this passion for stories, it means these students will be much more likely to keep 

reading when they become independent readers.  
 

Parents/caregivers are asked to help us by ensuring that student make use of a 

waterproo f library bag to protect books.   Please help us as well by ensuring that 
any item in need of repair ï for instance it may contain loose pages -  is brought 

to the attention of library staff when it is returned.  
 

 
Book Fair:  

The library receives great suppo rt from the school community with its annual Book Fair.  

The ñcustom and practiceò is that this takes place in Term 4.  Students (and 
parents/caregivers) have the opportunity to browse and buy items ñon siteò, with the 

library receiving commission on all s ales.

What is a satisfactory reason for my child being away?  

A reason will be considered satisfactory if it identifies the absence as an allowed absence. 
Allowed  absences are absences from school for up to 10 days due to illness. It is 

important that a  par ent/carer state the reason for the childôs absence. To state that the 
child was away is  insufficient. Reasons for allowed absences may include such factors as:  

 
¶ Medical or dental treatments or procedures  

¶ Specialised training  

¶ Sporting events other than thos e associated w ith the school or the District  
¶ Funerals  

¶ Cultural reasons or family reasons  
 

Professional judgment is exercised when deciding whether other types of reasons offered 

to  explain an absence are satisfactory and the following are taken into consid eration:  
 

¶ A studentôs past attendance record 

¶ The studentôs particular circumstances, and 
¶ Consultation with the school principal regarding a childôs attendance 

 
If no such advice is received, a note will be sent home seeking explanation or a phone call 

may be made to a parent.  Ongoing unexplained absenteeism will be referred to the 
relevant child protection authorities.  

 

The daily routine of the classroom is established at this time and ñLATE ARRIVALò by 
students  disadvantages them. Punctuality demonstrates courtesy and respect for both 

teachers and classmates and is an attitude that will serve well through life.  
 

It is expected that arrangements are made for student ópick-upsô at 2.55 pm. Parents are 

requested not  to  wait directly outside classrooms as this c auses a disturbance to the 
teacher and children. We  request that parents collecting children wait  near or  under the  

classroom  block .  When the bell rings, you are free to move to the clas sroom to collect 
your child.  

 
For security and safety reasons, stud ents must be signed out and collected from 

the office  if they have to leave at any time during the day.  

 
When does my child have to attend school?  

Each parent/carer of a child who is compulsory school age (in primary school from aged 6 
in their  first year of compulsory schooling which is year 1) must ensure the child attends 

school on every  school day unless the parent/carer has a reasonable excuse.  
 

What is the difference between an explained absence and an unexplained absence?  

Absences for which a satisfa ctory reason has been provided are considered explained  
absences , and the student's enrolment in compulsory schooling or compulsory 

participation are  viewed as continuous. An absence for which a satisfactory reason has 
not been provided is  considered an un explained absence  and the studentôs 

enrolment considered not continuous .

What if my child is absent or plans to be absent for more than 10 consecutive days?  

When a student is absent , or plans to be absent, for more than 10 consecutive school 
days for any  reason, the parent complies with their obligations in respect to compulsory 

schooling or  compulsory participation by either:  

 
¶ Seeking an exemption from their obligation, or  

¶ By negoti ating with the principal to make an alteration to a studentôs educational 
program, or  

¶ By seeking to arrange a flexible arrangement for the student

Parents and carers should be aware that you may be asked to provide ID when collecting 

your children from the  sick bay or signing them out. We need to ensure we are dealing 

with the correct people and w ith such a large  parent community this is a necessary 
precaution.  Parents and carers are asked to make the administration office aware of the 

relationship to the child and the nominated adult authorised to collect students.  
 

When custody orders are in plac e, both custodial parents should be in communication 
with each other so that each  is informed of issues and movements regarding the child, 

and not relying on the school to pass on information. With  any changes to custody 

arrangements, documentation should be passed on to the school as soon as possible.  
This is necessary so that the school is familiar with family arrangements and so that we 

know who to talk to in  emergency situations. School staff will make a reasonable effort in 
good faith to be aware of cu stody orders and  dr aw this to the attention of the 

parent/carer present at the time; however school staff are  not responsible for  ensuring 
the enforcement of a custody order. It should also be pointed out that school staff are not 

in a position to  interpre t legal documents. If a parent or carer breaches custody orders, 

they are responsible and the matter should  be referred by aggrieved persons to law 
enforcement officers or back to the Family Court of Australia.  

 
Sometimes there is disagreement or misunders tanding regarding the schoolôs role in 

regard to custody orders. The  following advice was received from the Ministerôs office ï 

ñThe schoolôs primary responsibility is the education of the child. Schools do not 
administer orders of the Family Court of Aust ralia, and this means that the  school will not 

intervene in  disputes concerning the same. This is a matter for both parents to resolve 
privately or with  the assistance of the Court.ò Further information is available on the 

Department  of Education and Train ing  website. Please contact the  principal o r d eputy 
principal if there are any matters specific to the custody arrangements  you would like to 

draw to our attention.

All members of the Holland P ark State School Community must protect and respect 
confidentiality.  Holland P ark State School staff members do not discuss your child with 

unauthorised personnel  outsid e of school. We ask parents, carers, visitors and workers to 
support our policy, which  protects the confidentiality for all staff members and students. 

We ask that you refrain from  commenting on, reporting about, or discussing any child in 
and out of the s chool.  The recommended "best practice" for those involved in our school 

is to treat all information  regarding children with complete confidentiality. These 

guidelines protecting student and family  rights with respect to confidentiality and ethics 
will assi st you:  

 
¶ never share a childôs or familyôs issues with another family 

¶ avoid talking about a particular child in the presence of other students or people 
who are not autho rised to access this information  

¶ avoid  judging families or imposing personal values on  a child if there is a 

difference in belief systems  
¶ avoid gossip at all times and refer direct questions and/or concerns to someone 

authorised to provide accurate information.  
¶ do not ask a person who works as a volunteer for a report about your child or an y 

other child in the school, or about what happens in the classroom.  All reporting is 
to be done by the class teacher.  Any concerns should be taken up with the class 

teacher  

¶ be aware that written permission must be sought to take a photograph and/or to 
m ake a video or audio records used for research, advertising, and/or publishing in 

a newspaper, or for any other purpose (including for memorabilia purposes)  
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Consent Forms ï Copyright  
The school requires a p arent or carer ôs permission to use copyright material, image 

recording or  name of students under 18 years of age. This permission generally allows us 
to use the studentôs own work, their name and any photographs or recordings of the 

student for school rela ted  purposes. Details of the permission sought are outlined on the 

Consent Form. The Consent Form  is included in the enrolment pack and should be 
completed on enrolment.

please let  their class teacher know immediately.  The principal has final responsibility for 
the management of all complaints that relate to school  management issues.
