Curriculum Task:  Students will demonstrate their understanding of a nominated two-digit number (between 20–99) by using some of the following:
· drawing pictures

· including diagrams such as MAB blocks, ten frames, part-part whole models, Unifix cubes, number tracks, number lines and tally marks 

· photographs of the number represented on real life objects eg. house numbers, tickets
· number stories

· words and numbers

· looking at number patterns (e.g. skip counting in twos, fives, etc.)
· writing horizontal or vertical + and – algorithms (sums)
The completed work should:
· be presented in a poster format selected by the teachers 
· identify and represent the nominated two-digit number in a variety of ways 

· represent student’s understanding of place value of the nominated two-digit number 

· demonstrate student’s knowledge of two-digit numbers in the real world.
While this task is prepared at school, students will be invited to bring any materials

they require on a scheduled day to be advised early in Term 3.

· Include a variables grid completed with teacher guidance.
· Use appropriate scientific language to communicate findings.
· Represent findings with an annotated diagram.

· Be written following the format for a scientific report.

· Be presented in a manila folder.
· Have the science Investigation label glued to the front of your entry.

Curriculum Task: Students will complete a portfolio of work in Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics about the year 1 garden area.
Students will need to:
· Label the parts that help a plant to meet its needs.
· Describe how each part helps to meet its needs.
· Compare two habitats for their effectiveness to meet the needs of living things.

· Grow a seed, observing and recording how it changes over four weeks.

· Identify problems occurring in the year 1 garden and how these problems affect the growth of the plants in the garden beds. 

· Design a solution to current garden problems.

· Identify the technologies that we use in the garden and how they help us to grow healthy vegetables.

· Describe how seasons, weather and day and night impact growth of plants in the garden. 

· Identify who will help us to care for the garden, and how.
· Draw a path to help students know how to take their compost bins to the garden, and list the location and direction steps involved.
