          Process:

· Part A: Plan the plot for a new chapter

· Part B: Write the draft of new chapter 

· Part C: Edit the draft chapter

· Part E: Proofread draft chapter

· Part F: Publish your chapter using word processing software.

The chapter must include:

· 200 – 300 words 

· an interesting title that reflects the main characters, or the problem, or the setting.

· a series of sequenced events to build tension in the chapter and to hold audience interest.

· language features and text structure to develop the characters and plot including:

· a range of sentences to express and combine ideas;

· nouns and noun groups to describe characters and setting;

· verbs and verb groups to describe characters’ actions, behaviours, thoughts, feelings and speech;

· prepositional phrases to provide details of events and add interest in the sentences;

· adverbs and adverb groups to provide details about happenings;

· direct and indirect speech used by the characters to enhance the story;

· pronouns to reference nouns and avoid unnecessary repetitions;

· text connectives to link ideas and sequence the events of the plot.

Mathematics - Year 4

Symmetrical Design
Prepared at School

Task:  Your job is to investigate symmetrical patterns in the environment.  Look at the mandala pattern for inspiration. In various spiritual traditions, mandalas are employed as a spiritual teaching tool. In everyday use, the mandala has become a generic term for any plan, chart or geometric pattern that represents the cosmos metaphysically or symbolically.
Content requirements of Australian Curriculum to be covered:

· Students create symmetrical shapes and patterns.

· Create symmetrical patterns, pictures and shapes with and without digital technologies.
· Using stimulus materials such as the motifs in Central Asian textiles, Tibetan artefacts, Indian lotus designs and symmetry in Yolngu or Central and Western Desert art.
     Process:

1. Using stimulus pictures provided by your teacher, investigate ways various Asian cultures use symmetrical patterns in materials.

2. Using A4 grid paper, divide your grid paper into four quadrants using your black fine liner. Each quadrant to be 10x10 squares. 
3. Design a new symmetrical pattern by flipping shapes on the vertical and horizontal lines.

4. Use a range of shapes and colours in your design. Use colouring in pencils. 
5. You will then write a short paragraph (maximum 100 words), justifying why your design is symmetrical.

You will be judged the accuracy of your placement of the flips, use of shapes and colour to make your design symmetrical and your justification.
Presentation Requirements: The design will be mounted on A4 coloured cardboard.

Year 4   Science Investigation

To be completed at school

Purpose: To describe relationships that assist the survival of living things and sequence key stages in the life cycle of a plant. They identify when science is used to understand the effect of their actions.
Process: Investigate living things through growing bean plants in four different mediums (potting mix, sand, cotton wool and gravel).  Students record, discuss and evaluate which medium is best for growing bean plants. 

Must include:

· Detailed annotated diagram

· Detailed discussion including observations, evidence and formal units of measurement 

· Identify the elements of a fair test including what is being changed, what is being measured or observed and what is staying the same.

· Scientific vocabulary

· The packs can be any shape and size. They can be bags, boxes, cylinders, or whatever you like.
· You must choose materials from those shown but you cannot spend more than $10.00 in buying your materials

Process:  Create an origami Dragon by following a video and instructions using techniques practiced in class.  Any colour square paper (20cm X 20cm or larger) may be used.

Marking Criteria:

Attention to detail is necessary:

· Neat  folds with sharp edges

· Stands alone

· Resembles example design (as shown on video link)

Origami from ori meaning "folding", and kami meaning "paper" is the art of paper folding, which is often associated with Japanese culture. The goal is to transform a flat square sheet of paper into a finished sculpture through folding and sculpting techniques. Modern origami practitioners generally discourage the use of cuts, glue, or markings on the paper.
