Mini-Golf Task

Prepared at school
Curriculum Task:  The Putt Putt Mini-Golf Association of Australia is planning a new mini-golf course in Holland Park. To help them, the Association has decided to conduct a competition for schools to submit designs for a new, fun-filled mini-golf course. 

Your job is to design a mini-golf course composed of 4 shapes.  

· You will need to use a variety of regular and irregular shapes (square or rectangle based).

· You will design each shape on your mini-golf course on grid paper (each square grid representing 1 metre square).  

· You will need to work out how much grass area in total your mini-golf course takes up.

· Each shape will need fencing surrounding the outside of each shape.  You will need to purchase the fencing at $5 per metre and work out the total amount of money you will need for the fencing.

· You will glue each shape on an A3 sheet of paper.

· You will calculate the total area of your course and how much money you will need for the fencing, showing your working (see attached) This can be stapled onto the bottom of your design. 

You will be judged on

· Using a variety of regular and irregular shapes that follow the requirements that your mini-golf course is to be fun-filled and suited for children to use.
· Solving authentic problems using whole numbers and measurements.

· Accurately measuring the amount of area your course will cover and the total amount you will need to spend on fencing, demonstrating your understanding of the difference between area and perimeter.

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DESIGN A WIND SEED MODEL OR DESIGN A BRIDGE MODEL  

ENGINEERING DESIGN CHALLENGE: DESIGN A SEED MODEL
Prepared in class 

 Scenario: Your small engineering team (group of three or four students) has been invited to work with       genetic plant scientists to design a new seed shape for a drought tolerant crop. The aim is to produce food     for livestock in drought affected areas of Australia. The plant scientists have asked for your help in   designing a model seed shape for the plant that can be dispersed by wind. Wind dispersal was seen as the  best option because seeds only need to be spread on top of the soil for them to germinate. This will also reduce the use of labour and machinery on farms and will help farmers survive changing climates. 

 
Challenge: Your challenge is to design a new seed model to be spread by wind. You will design and make seed models to investigate dispersal by wind. You will look at the relationship between the shape of the seed and its ability to be spread by the wind. 

 
Remember to follow the Engineering Design Model. 

1. Draw and label your first design. 

2. Experiment and think about how to design your seed model to allow it to be spread by wind. Focus on what shape and size and material used will allow your model to travel the farthest and stay in the air for the longest amount of time. 

3. Build your model seed using any materials supplied. 
4. Test your design.

5. Recording your results.
6. Provide a written reflection on your design in your booklet. 

7. Complete a detailed written report which summarises your understandings of biomimicry, environmental design and outlines your design choices, results and reflections.

S.T.E.M. (Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths) 

ENGINEERING DESIGN CHALLENGE: DESIGN A BRIDGE 
Prepared in class

Scenario: Your small engineering team (group of three or four students) has been invited to work with Students will learn about the structures of bridges and use the (modified) engineering design model to design and test a bridge. Students will learn about changes in materials that can affect the strength of the bridge.

Challenge: You have been asked by the DEEP Engineering Company (DEEPEC) to submit a design and model to the Brisbane City Council for another footbridge across the Brisbane River. The bridge will need to be wide enough to span the river and high enough for boats to pass under it. Council have asked for 1 in 100 scale models of the bridge (i.e., 1 cm in your model represents 1m in real life). You have been asked by the DEEP Engineering Company (DEEPEC) to submit a design and model to the Brisbane City Council for another footbridge across the Brisbane River. The bridge will need to be wide enough to span the river and high enough for boats to pass under it. Council have asked for 1 in 100 scale models of the bridge (i.e., 1 cm in your model represents 1m in real life).

Problem: Strength and safety are the most important aspects of bridge design. The bridge should be capable of supporting the specified minimum load capacity. Environmental impacts and construction costs are also of concern; bridge designs that provide the required span and load capacity with minimal material use in construction.
Remember to follow the Engineering Design Model.
1. Draw and label your first design.

2. Experiment and think about how to design your bridge to support a weight of at least 500g. Focus on what shape and size and material used will allow your model to support to weight required.

3. Build your bridge using any materials supplied.

4. Test your design

5. 5.   Redesign, retrial and record results.

6. 6.  Provide a written reflection on your design in your booklet.

7. 7. Complete a detailed written report which summarises your understandings of bridge design, environmental design and outline your design choices, results and reflections.

Material Tracing paper, stiff black paper, scissors or a sharp knife; garden can; sticky
tape; paper fasteners; pin

1. Trace the shapes from the templates and cut out the pieces for the puppets on
the black paper or card. You may need very small SCiSSors or a craft knfe

2. Join the pieces together using paper fasteners

3. Pnck out the tiny dots with a pin S0 that the light will shine through
